WSCLC Graduation Requirements 
 
 

 
A WSCLC student, who can satisfy the following requirements, is qualified to apply for 
graduation with diploma: 
 

1. The student has to be currently a senior at WSCLC or at county high school.  
 
2. The student must be earning passing grade of 60% in the current school year. 

 
3. The student has to fulfill the minimum attendance requirement of  

          60 hours and no more than one unexcused absence for the current school year. 
 

4. The student’s SAT-II Chinese* score has to be at least 650 from ETS or 54 from 
NCACLS SAT-II Chinese Composite total.  If a student takes AP Chinese, s/he 
needs to achieve a “4” or above grade. (The student who cannot pass the test, 
should submit an additional research project** in Chinese history or culture to 
supplement the test score) 

 
5. If the student’s ETS SAT-II Chinese score is lower than 500, or if his/her 

NCACLS SAT-II Chinese score is lower than 40, it will be at the discretion of the 
Graduation Committee to decide whether the students will receive a diploma or a 
Certificate of Course Completion. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
* The ETS SAT-II Chinese is given annually in the fall. See www.collegeboard.com or contact the career center 
in regular high school for more information.  Contact the homeroom teacher at WSCLC about the information on 
NCACLS SAT-II Chinese.  A 7-week SAT-II Chinese prep course is offered in the fall semester; seniors and 
juniors are given priorities to enroll. 
 
** The topic and guideline of the research project has to be approved by the homeroom teacher. The written 
report of the project will be evaluated by the Graduation Committee for approval. 
 
Note: The application deadline is the third Sunday of March of each school year.
